He mowed various lawns
and wacked many weeds over the course of the next 13 years. He was an
avid baseball player in his younger years, playing sandlot ball with his
brothers throughout middle and north Georgia. As an outfielder, his explosive
arm was legendary. He also enjoyed playing softball and spent a number of
years coaching and umpiring youth baseball, leading his baseball team to the
Little League State Championship in the early 1970s. He was a man of strong
faith and he and his wife Melanie were founding members of Southside
Baptist Church in Nahunta, Georgia. In his later years he enjoyed listening to
Southern Gospel and cracking jokes with his family. 

 

With his arrival in Glory, Everett has finally been cured of his "bad case of
